These services include
providing base flows for streams, especially during critical low flow periods
and removing silt and nutrients from any water entering the wetland and
purifying it before discharge downstream; and

b) This objective gives effect to section 30(1) (c) (iiia) of the Resource
Management Act 1991 (the RMA).

c) This objective gives effect to the National Policy Statement for Freshwater
Management 2011 (NPS for Freshwater Management 2011) in particular
Objectives Al, A2, B1, B2, B4 and C1 and Policy C1.

My submission is that:

The Director-General requests that the following new Rule 13.7.2.1A be adopted in
full and applied only to the proposed extensions to the Upper Taieri Wetlands
Complex as contained and described (on maps 22, 23, 24, 25, 26, 27 and 28) in
Appendix 2 of this submission and to the map describing the extent of the Ida Valley
Kettle Holes as contained and described in Appendix 3 of this submission. These areas
act as buffer zones for the Upper Taieri wetlands Complex. The Ida Valley Kettle
Holes are also collectively significant.
